Educational field trip to an African country (6 credits) (AFRI2001)

Course description:

This course is for second and third year students who will be led by an experienced faculty member on a supervised two-week educational field trip to an African country, such as Ghana, Kenya, South Africa, Cameroon, and Mauritius. The rationale for the trip is to enable students to observe and study through direct experience aspects of Africa introduced in one of the courses on Africa Studies or in a related course. Leading up to the field trip, students must participate in three-weeks of intensive preparation in Hong Kong. After returning to Hong Kong, students will be required to attend class meetings over one week. In addition, students will also be required to complete a written report of about 5,000 words based on the experience and knowledge they have acquired during the field trip.

This year students will spend a couple of weeks in Ghana from July 14 to July 29. The following is tentative itinerary of the trip:

Meetings with Ghanaian students

Attendance of lectures and workshops on Ghanaian society, culture and politics by University of Ghana, Legon, Accra faculty

July 19 - 20/exploration of Accra:

Markets

National Museum of Ghana

Historical sites, including Parliament House or Kwame Nkrumah Musoleum
Visit to cosmopolitan nightlife districts of Accra.
July 21-22/exploring the Chinese presence in the Accra – Tema metropolitan areas
July 23-24/visit to historic sites of Ghana at Cape Coast and 
Elmina forts (UNESCO World Heritage Monuments)

July 25/visit to Accra-based social clubs for migrant rural workers. This will include workshops on music and dance (or to be replaced with a dance performance by Legon School of Performing Arts)
